AHA CONVENTION REPORT 
 
November not only brought Thanksgiving it also gave us the Annual AHA Convention.  This 

year the Convention was held in Orlando, Florida, we were very disappointed that Mickey 

Mouse did not make an appearance to the Convention floor, guess he was way too busy enter-

taining all the children in the Disney Park. 

 

Several of our Cutting members attended, Tim Moerbe, President and delegate, Kathy Braden, 

Secretary/Treasurer and delegate, alternate delegate, Dawn Coons, Travis Braden, Eddie Ral-

ston, Rick Maxson, Carolyn Mikulec, and new member Carrier Woolverton. 

 

Convention began on Wednesday with the first Working Western Committee meeting.  This 

was a great think tank meeting, breaking into separate groups and discussing our specialty di-

visions, i.e. Trail, Reining, Working Cow, Cutting and Western Heritage.  It was decided to do 

the Working Cow and Cutting together as we discussed Nationals, what needs to be improved 

and etc.  Everyone seemed to be happy with Nationals this year, footing, arena and etc.  It was 

discussed about the change of the start time on Thursday for the cutters, which many of the 

cutters did not come in until Wednesday and this did not give them enough time to prepare 

since practice on Wednesday night ran so late.  The National Show Commission said they 

would be working on this problem of late practice on Wednesday night.  After the break out 

meetings and committee meeting was excused, Mike Dominions, chairman of Working West-

ern, requested a special meeting with all the cutters and anyone interested on the proposed Mo-

tion that was discussed going forward to the Board. 

 

The motion was intended, after much discussion, to create a less expensive way to put on a 

cutting, i.e. not hiring NCHA judges, (using Specialty Judges), entry fees and etc.  It was 

brought to the attention to those present that TACHA has in their rules, page 19, Section III, 

Judges, Number 3, a., a provision for non NCHA judges.  It was also brought to the attention 

of those that office fee plus cow fee should not exceed entry fee.  This is an NCHA formula 

that has been used for a lengthy time.  It also mentions in the rules, Page 16, Number 10, No 

entry fee shall be less than $10.00.  It was requested that we change the wording should to sug-

gest so that people would understand that this is a suggestion not a mandate.  The discussion 

was good with a meeting set up with Kathy Braden, Stan Morey, Judges and Stewart Commis-

sioner and Mike Dominions, Chairman Working Western Committee. 

 

In summary, after several meetings with Stan Morey and Mike Dominions, it was discussed 

that we possibly come up with provisions on how to gain accreditation on a Specialty Judge 

(NCHA judges could also be listed as Specialty Judges) for judging Cutting classes.  The 

meeting was left that we would work on this possibility but would probably take TACHA a 

year to finalize and research the possibility.   A list of 23 non NCHA judges, per Section III 

ruling, was given to Stan Morey for the state of Arizona, as this was the area in question.
