DECEMBER 14, 2010 

 
MINUTES 

 
The Board of Directors meeting was called to order by President Tim Moerbe at 7:05 pm CST on December 14, 
2010. 
 
Board members in attendance were, President Tim Moerbe, Vice-President Stephen Montgomery, Secretary/
Treasurer Kathy Braden, Lee Allen, Dave Dickerson, Navid Kharrazi, Greg Mayfield, Carolyn Mikulec, Diane 
Powell, Toni Trego, Don Ulmer and Amy Wilms. 
 
Approval of the August 31, 2010 minutes, Stephen Montgomery moved and Don Ulmer seconded to approve 
the minutes with the following changes. paragraph 5, line 7, page 1, add the word ñbeò, after someone that will, 
page 2, paragraph 3, line 12 change the word commits, to ñcommentsò, page 3 under Old Business, 1st para-
graph, line 3, change the world, Affiliation to ñAffiliateò, line 15, change the world negative to ñpositiveò, line 
17 change the world commits to ñcommentsò.  Motion carried. 



President Moerbe reported that Carolyn Mikulec wished to resign as Membership Chairman.  It was discussed if 
there was a need for a membership chairman, it was noted that there are duplication between the membership 
chairman and Secretary/Treasurer but there are also important duties that can be performed by the Member-
ship Chairman, i.e. compiling information for membership directory, solicitation of new members and etc.  
Toni Trego volunteered to become membership chairman.  Steve Montgomery moved and Kathy Braden sec-
onded to approve Toni Trego as the new membership chairman.  Motion carried.  Carolyn Mikulec was 
thanked for her time as Membership Chairman. 
 
Discussion on the membership directory.  What information would be included in the membership directory?  
It would be necessary that if a member did not want their information published they would have to mark this 
on their membership applications, those joining through AHA, wishing to have their information withheld,  
would have to contact the TACHA office or the Membership Chairman, Toni Trego.  Information as to a mem-
bers status, i.e. breeder, trainer, etc could be listed in the directory also.  Comments about charging for ads to 
help pay for the printing and mailing was brought forth.  A separate area was discussed about listing all the 
trainers to make it more assessable for people to find trainers in their areas.  New membership application will 
be approved via the email from the Board.   
 
Navid Kharrazi discussed about sponsors materials, i.e. hats, tee-shirts and etc.  It was talked about doing a pre 
order on items, posting them on the web for order forms.  Navid mentioned that he has sent to the Board nu-
merous times a sponsorship packet but has had no comments back to know how to go forward on this.  It was 
discussed to put a final packet together and send to the board and move forward on a set program.  Greg May-
field mentioned that he would be willing to help with some information with the sponsorship packet, he will get 
with Navid with the information and information should be copied to President Tim Moerbe and Vice- Presi-
dent Stephen Montgomery.   Stephen Montgomery brought up that in the past banners were sold and hung at 
the shows and this was a positive input for the breeders and trainers at that time.  It was a concern as to who 
would be responsible for the delivery, putting up and taking down of the banners at a show, but also what 
would be the concerns towards the shows of allowing these to be hung during the cuttings.  Lee Allen said she 
would get a price on the cost of the banners and report back at the next meeting.  Diane Powell mentioned that 
there are companies that will handle the printing, collections of the fees and shipping she said that she would 
check with some of the clubs and see how they feel this program is working for them. Stephen Montgomery 
mentioned that he has a friend that deals in this type of company and will check with him and get back with the 
board. Greg Mayfield said he would donate $100.00 towards purchasing ball caps with the TACHA logo. 
 
Diane Powell gave a report on the website.  It was discussed that the front page of the website was revamped and 
will probably be changed again soon.  Ads in the newsletter will appear on the website also, time frame will be 
determined by the issues paid for, i.e. one issue of the newsletter, 2 months on the website.   Attaching links to 
our websites were discussed.  Toni Trego moved that we allow free links to our membership and advertisers on 
the TACHA website, Lee Allen seconded.  Motion carried.  An eblast is to be sent to the membership to an-
nounce this.  Classified ads were discussed for the website.  Kathy Braden moved to accept classified ads from 
our membership at no fee, Don Ulmer seconded.  Motion carried.  Diane Powell will make sure that all classi-
fied ads are acceptable.   
 
Newsletter by email or website only was discussed.  It was discussed to give members the options of either receiv-
ing the newsletter by hard copy or via the internet. Amy Wilms moved that a member can choose between hav-
ing their newsletter send through hard copy via the postal service or through the internet via eblast and website 
by election on their membership form.  Don Ulmer seconded.  Motion carried.  An eblast will be sent to the 
membership giving that option and will also appear in the next printing of the newsletter (January/February is-
sue). 
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Toni Trego reported that we received $1500.00 from the 2010 breeding season on Stallion Service Sales.  The 
form is on the website.  At present for the 2011 year there are 7 stallions that have been nominated.  Stephen 
Montgomery moved and Kathy Braden seconded to allow links and pictures on the website to the stallion own-
ers that are in the program.  Motion carried.   
 

Old Business: 
The discussion of allowing Futurity horses to reshow was again brought up due to a request from membership.  
Much discussion was held on this subject again pertaining to this.  Dave Dickerson moved that the Futurity 
horses are not allowed to reshow.  Steve Montgomery seconded.  Motion carried.    
 

DNA on Half/Arabian Futurity horses was brought up for discussion.  Kathy Braden moved to table this issue 
until further research can be done and brought back for consideration for the 2012 Futurity and a committee 
be formed to research the DNA possibilities.  Greg Mayfield seconded.  Motion carried.  Committee members 
would be Toni Trego, Chairman; Carolyn Mikulec, Kathy Braden and Stephen Montgomery. At this point 
there are no guidelines or previsions on how to move forward with a DNA concern.  It is a concern that this 
could be a legal problem.  Stephen Montgomery will discuss this with Dale Harvill to see what his thoughts on 
the legal side of this would be.   
 

New Business: 
 

Stephen Montgomery is excited about the possibility of creating a Hall of Fame for TACHA.  He is willing to 
spear head getting this program put together.  Lee Allen was asked to help with the historical side of this. 
 
A regular schedule for the Board of Directors was discussed.   It was decided that the Board would try to meet, 
via phone conference every 2 months, the first part of the month on a Tuesday.   
 

Changes in the show management packet was discussed.  Stephen Montgomery moved to make all the changes 
that were suggested and Don Ulmer seconded.  Motion carried.  Changes in the rules will follow the changes 
that were made in the show management packet.  Tim Moerbe also recommended that on page 29 of the rule 
book that the following changes be made due to the rule changes at AHA.   Number II Conduct of Cutting 
Classes, U.S. Nationals, #2, b., 1, the following words should be stricken, or one half (1/2) of those competing 
(rounded-up).  Dave Dickerson moved and Stephen Montgomery seconded to make this change.  Motion car-
ried.  This will not include the Futurity.  Futurity will follow under the present rules, rule 11 of the Futurity 
rules. 
 

Toni Trego has proposed that TACHA hold a cutting clinic directed toward youth and anyone that was inter-
ested could participate with a competition to follow being held at Youth Nationals. The winning youth would 
be awarded a saddle.  Clinicians have been lined up but would need about 10 finished horses to have available.  
Toni Trego has moved to put a committee together to attempt to hold a clinic at Youth Nationals this year with 
a competition to be held awarding a youth saddle to the youth winner.  Greg Mayfield seconded. Motion car-
ried.  It was discussed that this would take a large support from TACHA and their members to work and sup-
port this clinic.  It was determined that there is a youth saddle that TACHA has had for some time, Alice Jack-
son has the saddle and she is suppose to be giving us information and Lee Allen suggested that all board mem-
bers make and send comments pertaining to reinstating the Maturity. 
 

Stephen Montgomery moved and Lee Allen seconded to adjourn.  Motion carried
